Abstract. The escalation of innovations implies that the processes of change occur so quickly and intensively that the subject is
deprived of the opportunity to realize their meaning and consequences, which in itself is destructive for him. The purpose of the study
is to understand the problems of psychological and pedagogical support for subjects of higher education in an innovative educa-
tional environment in the context of their experience of the stress of innovation. It was found that students who are critical of innova-
tions, many teachers are more interested in supporting their internal changes than in external effects and “simulations” of changes.
A modern university needs to develop a holistic approach to education as an institution to support the development of students and
other subjects of education, setting goals for psychological and pedagogical support for the development of subjects of education,
tracking external and internal, short-term and long-term consequences of innovations and cooperation in making decisions about

their fate.
